To the 

Ends of the Earth tells the story of the B.C. branch.  Colporteurs took Bibles 

to remote fishing and mining camps.  The word is Anglicized and the 

Oxford dictionary says “Bookhawker, one employed by Society to distribute 

Bibles” – a kind of travelling salesman. 

The pennies have been collected to honour the King James translation of 

the Bible.  Jon. M. Sweeney, author of Verily, Verily calls it “Masterpiece by 

Committee”.  Further, he refers to “Immortal Verses”.  For example: 

And God saw that it was good.      KJV Gen 1:10 

Your sin will find you out.     KJV Num 32:3
